(International Council for Evangelical Theological
Education) conference in Albania this past week with
about 650 other theological educators.

One afternoon, I was leaving the lunch area when I was
stopped by a missionary serving among Afghani refugees
in northern Turkey. I chocked back tears as he shared
how he’s been using the SGC curriculum to systematically
train 45 Afghan students and how these courses impact
their spiritual lives.
